Regulation

on reviewing the authors’ articles, submitted to Editorial Board of academic journal for reviews, research analysis and applied studies “Counter-Terrorism. Challenges of the XXIst Century” for publishing

1. The Editorial Board of academic journal for reviews, research analysis and applied studies “Counter-Terrorism. Challenges of the XXIst Century” (hereinafter – Magazine) invites under review for potential publication articles and studies, which appropriately reflect the science views, results and achievements of fundamental, theoretical and applied research in the field of humane studies and interdisciplinary sciences in further branches: political sciences, sociology, philosophy, cultural studies, jurisprudence, economics and history, also the theory and practice of international relations, control theory.

Materials that do not comply with the above-listed subject domains are not accepted.

2. 1 (One) example of typescript, thoroughly checked in accordance with “Typescript requirements” for Magazine publications, is sent to the address of Editorial Board, together with reference about the author (authors), annotation and key words in Russian and English, as well as electronic copies of the above mentioned documents in hard copy (CD, flash) or by e-mail: nalogi@ropnet.ru.

3. The Article is accepted for reviewing only if it is compliedto the “Typescript requirements” for the articles submitted to the Magazine, which are allocated on the site of the Magazine www.nalog-pravo.ru and in current issues of the Magazine. 

4. All the articles presented for the publication are due for the reviewing by the Editorial Board of the Magazine. The articles in the fields of philosophy, cultural studies, economics, political sciences, international relations, sociology and control theory, historical and juridical sciences are being reviewed by the members of Editorial Board of the Magazine, which include:

5. Editor-in-Chief or his 1st deputy send the article to the member of the Editorial Board in the according field of studies for reviewing within 2 (two) days since the article accepted.

6. The reviewer is due to examine the article within 14 (fourteen) workdays since receiving it and send to the Editorial Board (via e-mail or by post service) either motivated rejection or review properly drawn up.

7. The reviewer can recommend the article for the publication, recommend to the publication after revision (with regard to remarks), or not recommend the article for the publication. If the reviewer recommends the article for the publication after revision (with regard to remarks) or do not recommend the article, he or she must point out the specific reasons for such decision, formulated clearly in terms of contextual and/or technical failures discovered in typescript, indicating specific pages (if it is necessary). 

8. During preparation of the review, the attention must be focused on the urgency of the science problem, being solved by the author. The review must define clearly theoretical or applied significance of the research or the absence of it. The conclusions of the author must be correlated with the present scientific views on the claimed problem. The essential element of the review is an estimation of author’s contribution to the problem solving. The review also marks up the compliance of the style and logics of the article to the requirements of scientific style of presentation. The review also contains an expert opinion on the trustworthiness and validity of conclusions (representativeness of practical studies, used for analysis; the descriptive measure of explanatory materials, illustrations, tables, quantities, etc.).

The final part of the review consists of general estimation of the article and recommendation for the publication, modification before publication or well-grounded rejection of the material. The priority during reviewing is given to the articles, which consider previous closely related publications in the Magazine. The Editorial Board has the right to recommend such articles to be reflected in the work.

9. After receiving the review, during the regular meeting, the Editorial Board considers the matter of reviewed articles and concludes on the publication or rejection to publication. On the basis of a conclusion, the Editorial Board sends a letter to an author (authors), which states the decision on the submitted materials. The full copy of the review is applied mandatory to the letter. If the article can be published after the revision with regard to the remarks, the letter contains the recommendations as to the modifications (working out the remarks). If the article is not accepted to the publication, then the reasons of such decision must be pointed out mandatory.

10. The article, which the author sends to the Editorial Board, when the remarks are worked through, passes the secondary reviewing by the same member of the general or special Editorial Board, which originally reviewed the article.
